VOTING INFORMATION

You are qualified to vote if you:

· Are 18 years of age by election day

· Are a U.S. citizen

· Have resided in your precinct at least 30 days before election day

· Are properly registered at the time of the election

These are the qualifications to vote in General, Primary, Municipal, Township, School Library and Park District elections.  For further information about registration and absentee ballots, call the Wilmette Village Clerk at the Village Hall, 847 853-7511 or go to the Cook County Clerk’s website:  www.cookcountyclerk.com and click on the subject you want to investigate.
To register to vote, you will need two pieces of identification, one of which has your current address (although neither need be a picture ID).
Examples include Illinois driver’s license, Illinois State ID, social security card, utility bill in your name, valid U.S.A. passport, employee or student I.D. card, credit card, birth certificate or mail postmarked to you.

You may register to vote with the Wilmette Village Clerk at the Village Hall during regular business hours.  The Wilmette League will hold a voter registration opportunity before each election, usually at the Wilmette Library.
To verify that you are a registered voter and to determine your precinct and the address of your polling place, call Cook County Voter Registration at 312 603-0906 or log on to the website: www.cookcountyclerk.com and simply enter your address, street, and zip code.  This site will also list the candidates on your ballot in the next election (as soon as available).

Voter registration is an important goal of the League of Women Voters of Wilmette.  If you would like to become a deputy registrar, please contact the Voter Services Chair (see page 2).
